WHEREAS, It is unacceptable that veterans are not promptly
receiving the attention and compensation that they are entitled to: Now,
therefore,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the State of Kansas,
the Senate concurring therein: That the Congress of the United States is
urged to provide sufficient funding for the United States Department of
Veterans Affairs in order to reduce the current backlog and provide
prompt awarding and payment of deserved disability benefits to United
States veterans; and

Be it further resolved: That the Secretary of State shall send an
enrolled copy of this resolution to President Barack Obama and to each
member of the Kansas Congressional Delegation.
