AN ACT making and concerning appropriations for fiscal years ending
June 30, 2013, June 30, 2014, June 30, 2015, June 30, 2016, June 30,
2017, and June 30, 2018, for state agencies; authorizing certain
transfers, capital improvement projects and fees, imposing certain
restrictions and limitations, and directing or authorizing certain
receipts, disbursements, procedures and acts incidental to the
foregoing; amending K.S.A. 2012 Supp. 2-223, 12-5256, 55-193, 72-
8814, 74-50,107, 74-99b34, 75-2319, 76-775, 76-783, 76-7,107, 79-
2959, 79-2964, 79-34251, 79-34,156, 79-34,171, 79-4804 and 82a-953a
and repealing the existing sections.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

Section 1. (a) For the fiscal years ending June 30, 2013, June 30,
2014, June 30, 2015, June 30, 2016, June 30, 2017, and June 30, 2018,
appropriations are hereby made, restrictions and limitations are hereby
imposed, and transfers, capital improvement projects, fees, receipts,
disbursements and acts incidental to the foregoing are hereby directed or
authorized as provided in this act.

(b) The agencies named in this act are hereby authorized to initiate
and complete the capital improvement projects specified and authorized by
this act or for which appropriations are made by this act, subject to the
restrictions and limitations imposed by this act.

(c) This act shall not be subject to the provisions of subsection (a) of
K.S.A. 75-6702, and amendments thereto.

(d) The appropriations made by this act shall not be subject to the
provisions of K.S.A. 46-155, and amendments thereto.

be proportionally adjusted during fiscal year 2014 with respect to any
change in the moneys to be transferred and credited to the children's
initiatives fund during fiscal year 2014. Among other appropriate factors,
the director of the budget shall take into consideration the estimated and
actual receipts and interest earnings of the Kansas endowment for youth
fund for fiscal year 2013 and fiscal year 2014 in determining the amount to
be certified under this subsection. All moneys transferred and credited to
the children's initiatives fund during fiscal year 2014 shall reduce the
amount debited and credited to the children's initiatives fund under this
subsection.

(2) On June 30, 2014, the director of accounts and reports shall adjust
the amounts debited and credited to the state treasurer's receivables and to
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the children's initiatives fund pursuant to this subsection, to reflect all
moneys actually transferred and credited to the children's initiatives fund
during fiscal year 2014.

(3) The director of accounts and reports shall notify the state treasurer
of all amounts debited and credited to the c
