(b)

The secretary shall have authority to subdivide any category of qualification for certification or licensing

enumerated in subsection (a) of this section in order to account for the special needs or business practices of this
state. The secretary may also adopt any additional categories he or she deems necessary for any reason. Any such
changes in the categories enumerated in subsection (a) shall be adopted by rules and regulations of the secretary.
