(b) The	 driver	 of	 a	 vehicle	may	 overtake	 and	 pass	 another	 vehicle	 upon	 the	 right	 only	 under	 conditions

Such	movement	 shall	 not	 be	made	by	driving	off	 the	 roadway,	 except	 as
authorized	under	K.S.A.	2018	Supp.	75-5091,	and	amendments	thereto.
