(c) No	municipality	shall	 license,	permit	or	otherwise	authorize	or	allow	any	person	to	do	business	within
such	municipality	 as	 a	merchants	 or	 security	 policeman	or	 as	 a	merchants	 or	 security	 police	 force	 or	 agency,
unless	every	motor	vehicle,	as	defined	by	K.S.A.	8-1437,	and	amendments	thereto,	which	is	used	in	any	way	by
such	 person	while	 doing	 business	 as	 a	merchants	 or	 security	 policeman	 or	 police	 force	 or	 agency	 is	 properly
registered.
