17-2210. Method	of	making	loans.	 (a)	The	credit	committee,	credit	manager,	or	 loan	officer	shall	have	the
general	supervision	of	all	loans	to	members.	The	credit	committee,	credit	manager	or	loan	officer	may	approve	or
disapprove	 loans,	 subject	 to	 written	 policies	 established	 by	 the	 board	 of	 directors.	 The	 president	 or	 general
manager	or	a	designee	thereof	may	serve	as	the	credit	manager.
(b) Any	person	who	 is	denied	a	 loan	by	 the	credit	 committee,	 credit	manager	or	 loan	officer,	may	appeal	 the
denial	 of	 such	 loan	 to	 the	 board	 of	 directors,	 if	 the	 bylaws	 of	 the	 credit	 union	 provide	 for	 such	 appeal.	 Such
appeal	shall	be	conducted	in	the	manner	provided	in	the	bylaws.
