(b) Violation	of	subsection	(a)	is	a	nondrug	severity	level	8,	nonperson	felony.
(c) As	used	in	this	section,	"communication	facility"	means	any	and	all	public	and	private	instrumentalities	used
or	useful	 in	 the	 transmission	of	writing,	 signs,	 signals,	 pictures	 or	 sounds	of	 all	 kinds	 and	 includes	 telephone,
wire,	radio,	computer,	computer	networks,	beepers,	pagers	and	all	other	means	of	communication.
