(c) As	used	in	this	section,	"attendant"	means	the	same	as	in	K.S.A.	65-6112,	and	amendments	thereto.
(d) A	person	who	violates	the	provisions	of	this	section	may	also	be	prosecuted	for,	convicted	of,	and	punished
for	assault	or	battery.
