(b) A	 court	 of	 this	 state	 has	 temporary	 emergency	 jurisdiction	 under	 K.S.A.	 2018	 Supp.	 23-37,204,	 and
amendments	thereto,	if	the	court	finds	a	credible	risk	of	abduction.
