32-810	through
32-818,	and	amendments	thereto,	are	hereby	transferred	to	the	division	of	tourism	of	the	Kansas	department	of
wildlife,	 parks	 and	 tourism.	 All	 classified	 officers	 and	 employees	 so	 transferred	 shall	 retain	 their	 status	 as
classified	employees.
(b) Officers	and	employees	of	the	department	of	commerce	transferred	by	K.S.A.	2018	Supp.	32-810	through	32-
818,	 and	 amendments	 thereto,	 shall	 retain	 all	 retirement	 benefits	 and	 leave	 balances	 and	 rights	 which	 had
accrued	or	vested	prior	to	the	date	of	transfer.
