Nothing	in	this	section	shall	be	construed	as	changing	the	distribution	formula	for	big	game	permits	established
by	K.S.A.	32-937,	and	amendments	thereto.

(c) The	secretary	shall	adopt,	 in	accordance	with	K.S.A.	32-805,	and	amendments	 thereto,	 such	rules	and
regulations	as	necessary	to	implement	this	section.
