2018 Kansas Statutes

44-1010. Petition for reconsideration of orders of commission. Any party being dissatisfied with any
order or decision of the commission may petition for reconsideration in accordance with the provisions of K.S.A.
77-529 and amendments thereto. No cause of action arising out of any order or decision of the commission shall
accrue in any court to any party unless such party shall petition for reconsideration as herein provided. No party
shall, in any court, urge or rely upon any ground not set forth in the petition for reconsideration.
