(b) Any	 person	 desiring	 to	 be	 certified	 as	 a	 certified	 radon	 measurement	 laboratory	 shall	 submit	 an
application	on	a	form	prescribed	by	the	department	along	with	the	nonrefundable	application	fee.

(c) A	certified	radon	measurement	laboratory	shall	comply	with	the	requirements	of	the	radon	certification
law	 and	 any	 rules	 and	 regulations	 adopted	 thereunder.	 A	 person	 shall	 not	 be	 certified	 as	 an	 approved	 radon
measurement	 laboratory	 unless	 such	 person	 has	 obtained	 a	 laboratory	 certification	 from	 the	 national
environmental	 health	 association,	 the	 national	 radon	 safety	 board	 or	 a	 national	 proficiency	 testing	 program
approved	by	the	department.

(d) A	designation	as	a	certified	radon	measurement	laboratory	shall	be	nontransferable.
