(5) use	or	attempt	to	use	any	manufactured	home	installer's	license	or	apprentice	installer's	license	that	has

been	suspended	or	revoked,	or	that	has	expired	or	is	otherwise	invalid;	or
(6) engage	 in	 the	 business	 of	 or	 act	 in	 the	 capacity	 of	 a	 licensed	 installer	 or	 licensed	 apprentice	 installer

without	being	a	licensed	installer	or	licensed	apprentice	installer,	as	the	case	may	be.
(b) Any	person	who	violates	any	of	the	provisions	of	subsection	(a)	shall	be	subject	to	a	civil	penalty	of	not	to

exceed	$1,000	per	violation.	If	the	president	or	the	president's	designee	determines	that	any	person	violating	any
provision	 of	 subsection	 (a)	 is	 not	 licensed	 under	 K.S.A.	 58-4219,	 and	 amendments	 thereto,	 and	 is	 not	 working
under	the	supervision	of	a	licensed	installer,	the	president	or	the	president's	designee	may	request	the	attorney
general	to	file	an	action	in	a	court	of	competent	jurisdiction,	to	enjoin	that	person	from	engaging	in	unauthorized
activities.
