(b) Information	collected	pursuant	to	the	provisions	of	subsection	(a)	of	this	section	shall	be	confidential	and
shall	not	be	disclosed	or	made	public,	upon	subpoena	or	otherwise,	except	such	information	shall	be	disclosed	if
no	person	can	be	identified	in	the	information	to	be	disclosed	and	the	disclosure	is	for	statistical	purposes	only.
