The	 board	may	 refuse	 to	 renew,	 or	may	 suspend	 or
revoke	a	social	work	associate	license	as	provided	under	this	act	and	K.S.A.	65-6301	to	65-6316,	inclusive,	and
amendments	 thereto.	 All	 proceedings	 pursuant	 to	 this	 section	 shall	 be	 conducted	 in	 accordance	 with	 the
provisions	of	the	Kansas	administrative	procedure	act.
