(b) The	 state	 corporation	 commission	 shall	 retain	 jurisdiction	 and	 control	 over	 the	 service	 territory	 of	 a
utility	described	in	subsection	(a)	and	over	all	matters	concerning	natural	gas	pipeline	safety.
