(3) any	electric	utility	which	complies	with	the	provisions	of	the	national	environmental	policy	act	of	1969
with	regard	to	the	siting	of	electric	transmission	lines.

(b) No	 city	 or	 county	 shall	 have	 jurisdiction	 or	 control	 over	 the	 siting	 or	 construction	 of	 any	 electric
transmission	line	exempted	from	the	provisions	of	this	act	by	subsection	(a).

(c) No	environmental	study	shall	be	required	for	construction	of	an	electric	transmission	line	on	right-of-way
where	there	currently	exists	one	or	more	electric	transmission	lines.
