to	be	paid	by	the	corporation	owning	the	railway	on	the	suit	of	the	county	attorney,	one-half	thereof	to	go	to	the
informer,	 and	 the	 other	 half	 to	 the	 county	 treasurer;	 and	 the	 corporation	 shall	 also	 be	 liable	 for	 all	 damages
which	shall	be	sustained	by	any	person	by	reason	of	such	neglect:	Provided,	however,	That	such	penalty	shall	be
sued	for	within	one	(1)	month	from	the	time	the	cause	of	action	accrues,	and	not	thereafter:	And	provided	further,
That	but	one	penalty	shall	be	recovered	in	any	one	action.
