Any	 note	 or
contract	 taken	 by	 any	 institution	 or	 its	 officers,	 directors,	 agents	 or	 representatives,	without	 having	 complied
with	the	provisions	of	this	act,	shall	be	null	and	void	and	any	person	who	has	entered	into	a	contract	with	such
institution	or	 its	officers,	directors,	agents	or	representatives	shall	be	entitled	 to	a	 full	 refund	of	 the	money	or
consideration	paid	plus	interest	accruing	from	the	date	of	payment	at	a	rate	per	annum	equal	to	the	rate	specified
in	K.S.A.	16-207,	and	amendments	thereto,	together	with	other	damages	sustained	by	such	person.
