(d) "Private	postsecondary	educational	institution"	and	"out-of-state	postsecondary	educational	institution"	have
the	meanings	ascribed	thereto	in	K.S.A.	74-32,163,	and	amendments	thereto.
(e) "Program"	means	the	Kansas	training	information	program	established	by	this	act.
