(c) On	 and	 after	 July	 1,	 1984,	 fees	 established	 under	 this	 section	 shall	 be	 fixed	 in	 amounts	 adequate	 to
recover	the	costs	of	printing,	binding,	postage	and	handling	attributable	to	the	preparation	and	distribution	of	the
Kansas	register.

(d) The	 secretary	 of	 state	 shall	 remit	 all	 moneys	 received	 by	 the	 secretary	 under	 this	 act	 to	 the	 state
treasurer	 in	accordance	with	 the	provisions	of	K.S.A.	75-4215,	and	amendments	 thereto.	Upon	 receipt	of	each
such	remittance	the	state	treasurer	shall	deposit	the	entire	amount	in	the	state	treasury	to	the	credit	of	the	state
register	 fee	 fund.
