The	attorney	general	shall	also,
when	required	by	the	governor	or	either	branch	of	the	legislature,	appear	for	the	state	and	prosecute	or	defend,
in	any	other	court	or	before	any	officer,	 in	any	cause	or	matter,	civil	or	criminal,	 in	which	 this	state	may	be	a
party	or	 interested	or	when	the	constitutionality	of	any	 law	of	 this	state	 is	at	 issue	and	when	so	directed	shall
seek	final	resolution	of	such	issue	in	the	supreme	court	of	the	state	of	Kansas.	The	attorney	general	shall	have
authority	 to	 prosecute	 any	matter	 related	 to	 a	 violation	 of	K.S.A.	 12-189	 or	 75-5133,	 and	 amendment	 thereto,
related	to	unlawful	acts	when	the	offender	is	an	officer	or	employee	of	a	city	or	county.
