State	agency	property	shall	be	stored	 in	such
places	and	in	such	manner	as	specified	by	rules	and	regulations	of	the	secretary	of	administration.	On	and	after
the	 effective	 date	 of	 this	 act,	 no	 contract,	 lease	 or	 other	document	 shall	 be	 entered	 into	 by	 a	 state	 agency	 to
provide	space	for	the	storage	of	state	agency	property	unless	such	contract,	 lease	or	other	document	has	been
approved	by	the	secretary	of	administration.
