Fees	 for
such	appraisers	shall	be	paid	from	funds	appropriated	to	the	state	historical	society.	If	the	state	historical	society,
or	its	authorized	designee,	is	unable	to	negotiate	an	agreement	to	purchase	the	lands	herein	described,	he	or	she
may	discontinue	negotiation	and	proceed	to	acquire	the	fee	simple	title	to	such	lands	by	exercising	the	power	of
