(1) Research	and	development	operations	and	experiments	conducted	by	or	under	authority	of	any	state	or
federal	department	or	agency,	state	institution	of	higher	education	or	nonprofit	research	organization;

(2) laboratory	research	and	experiments;	and
(3) activities	of	an	emergency	nature	for	protection	of	public	health,	safety,	and	welfare	 including	but	not

limited	to	fire,	frost,	hail,	sleet,	smog,	fog	and	drought.
