2020 Kansas Statutes

74-32,168. Certificate of approval, application; branch institutions. (a) Each institution
shall apply to the state board for a certificate of approval. An institution which opens
or maintains a branch campus shall notify the state board that it has opened or is
maintaining a branch campus. Such branch campus shall be subject to review by the
state board to determine whether it complies with the provisions of this act and the
standards of the state board established pursuant thereto.

(b) An application for a certificate of approval shall be made on a form prepared and
furnished by the state board and shall contain such information as may be required by
the state board.

(c) The state board may issue a certificate of approval upon determination that an
institution meets the standards established by the state board. The state board may
issue a certificate of approval to any institution accredited by a regional or national
accrediting agency recognized by the United States department of education without
further evidence.
