For FY 2023, the agency will distribute supplements to the Kansas Municipal Court
Manual, the Pattern Instructions for Kansas (PIK)-Civil 4th, and the PIK-Criminal 4th. The
request also includes an increase of $2,323 in a variety of other expenditures, including travel
reimbursements for vehicle mileage ($756), state printing costs ($630), and payments for local
telephone services to the Office of Information and Technology Services ($283). The request
includes 5.0 FTE positions, which is the same as the agency’s FY 2022 revised estimate.
