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AN ACT relating to sales taxation; exempting certain sales of natural gas
from local sales taxes; amending K.S.A. 12-189a and repealing the ex-
isting section.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

Section 1. K.S.A. 12-189a is hereby amended to read as follows: 12-
189a. The following sales shall be subject to the taxes levied and collected
by all cities and counties under the provisions of K.S.A. 12-187 et seq.
and amendments thereto:

(@) All sales of natural gas, electricity, heat and water delivered
through mains, lines or pipes to residential premises for noncommercial
use by the occupant of such premises and all sales of natural gas, elec-
tricity, heat and water delivered through mains, lines or pipes for agri-
cultural use, except that, all such sales of natural gas occurring on and
after the effective date of this act, but before July 1, 2002, shall not be
subject to such taxes;

(b) Allsales of propane gas, LP-gas, coal, wood and other fuel sources
for the production of heat or lighting for noncommercial use of an oc-
cupant of residential premises;

(c) All sales of intrastate telephone and telegraph services for non-
commercial use.

Sec. 3:2. K.S.A. 12-189a is hereby repealed.
Sec. 4- 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the Kansas register.
