AN ACT concerning civil procedure; relating to covered offenses and
conduct giving rise to forfeiture; amending K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 60-
4104 and repealing the existing section.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

Section 1. K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 60-4104 is hereby amended to read as
follows: 60-4104. Conduct and offenses giving rise to forfeiture under
this act, whether or not there is a prosecution or conviction related to the
offense, are:

(a) All offenses which statutorily and specifically authorize
forfeiture;

(b) violations of K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 21-36a01 through 21-36a17, and
amendments thereto

(c) theft

Sec. 2. K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 60-4104 is hereby repealed.

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the statute book.
