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AN ACT concerning board of barbering; relating to fees; amending K.S.A.
2010 Supp. 65-1817 and repealing the existing section.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

Section 1. K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 65-1817 is hereby amended to read as
follows: 65-1817. (a) In each fiscal year, the board shall determine the
amount of funds which will be required during the next ensuing fiscal year
to properly administer the laws which the board is directed to enforce and
administer and shall fix fees in accordance with this section for such
ensuing year in such reasonable sums as may be necessary for such
purposes.

(b) After fixing such fees, the board may charge and collect the fees,
in advance for the following purposes, subject to the following limitations:

For examination of applicant to practice barbering—not more than .......... $+66720

Sec. 2. K.S.A.2010 Supp. 65-1817 is hereby repealed.
Sec. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the statute book.
