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AN ACT concerning the Kansas uniform trust code; relating to spendthrift
provisions; amending K.S.A. 58a-502 and repealing the existing
section.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

Section 1. K.S.A. 58a-502 is hereby amended to read as follows: 58a-
502. (a) A spendthrift provision is valid.

(b) Aterm of a trust providing that the interest of a beneficiary is held
subject to a "spendthrift trust," or words of similar import, is sufficient to
restrain both voluntary and involuntary transfer of the beneficiary's
interest.

(¢) A beneficiary may not transfer an interest in a trust in violation of
a valid spendthrift provision and, except as otherwise provided in this
article, a creditor or assignee of the beneficiary may not reach the interest
or a distribution by the trustee before its receipt by the beneficiary.

(d) Except as provided in subsection (e),—regardtess irrespective of
whether-erneta the trust-eentains has a spendthrift provision, a creditor
of a beneficiary may not compel a distribution to a beneficiary that is
subject to the trustee's discretion, even if: (1) The-diseretion standard-for
of distribution is expressed in the form of a standard—fer-distribution;-er
and (2) the trustee has abused-the-strek the trustee’s discretion.

(e) If a beneficiary is-presently or was serving as sole trustee and the
standard of distribution-fer with regard to such beneficiary is not in the
form of an ascertainable standard relating to such beneficiary's health,
education, support or maintenance, a creditor shall have the right to: (1)
