MR. SPEAKER:

The Committee on Corrections and Juvenile Justice recommends HB 2353 be amended 

on page 4, in line 15, by striking "2022" and inserting "2023"; in line 18, by striking "is"; in line 

19, by striking all after "(1)"; by striking all in lines 20 through 27; in line 28, by striking all 

before the period and inserting "Will meet the criteria for required inpatient care and treatment in 

the proximate future without such outpatient treatment and is only likely to attend outpatient 

treatment if there is a court order mandating such treatment; or

(2) is, if left untreated, reasonably expected to experience an increase in the symptoms 

caused  by  the  illness  that  would  result  in  the  need  for  inpatient  care  and  treatment  in  the 

proximate future and whose mental illness has previously caused the patient to refuse needed and 

appropriate mental health services in the community"; 

On page 5, in line 37, before "and" by inserting "revoking a previously issued order for 

outpatient treatment"; 

On page 8, in line 25, by striking "2022" and inserting "2023"; 

On page 1, in the title, in line 4, by striking "2022" and inserting "2023"; and the bill be 

passed as amended.
