39-2019, and amendments thereto, in addition to the other purposes for which the above agency
may make expenditures from moneys appropriated from the state general fund or from any
special revenue fund or funds for fiscal year 2023 as authorized by section 74 of chapter 81 or
section 28 of chapter 97 of the 2022 Session Laws of Kansas, this or any other appropriation act
of the 2023 regular session of the legislature, the above agency shall make expenditures from
such moneys for the purpose of certifying community behavioral health clinics when such clinics
are ready and meet the requirements for certification in advance of the deadlines established in
K.S.A. 39-2019, and amendments thereto.";

On page 142, following line 28, by inserting:

"(v) During the fiscal year ending June 30, 2024, notwithstanding the provisions of K.S.A.
39-2019, and amendments thereto, in addition to the other purposes for which the above agency
may make expenditures from moneys appropriated from the state general fund or from any
special revenue fund or funds for fiscal year 2024 as authorized by this or any other
appropriation act of the 2023 regular session of the legislature, the above agency shall make
expenditures from such moneys for the purpose of certifying community behavioral health

clinics when such clinics are ready and meet the requirements for certification in advance of the
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deadlines established in K.S.A. 39-2019, and amendments thereto."
