Senator Barnett briefed those attending on HB 2366 - All-inclusive care for the elderly (PACE)
program.  This bill was passed through the house and referred to the Public Health and Welfare
Committee on March 24, 2009.  HB 2366 deals with all inclusive care for elderly through the Program for
All-Inclusive Care for the Elderly (PACE) program whose goal is to keep individuals living
independently in the community as long as possible (Attachment 1).  This bill would exempt federally
certified PACE programs in the Medicare/Medicaid program from the licensing requirement as a home
health agency.  This would eliminate unnecessary duplicative licensure costs.
  
Following brief discussion, Senator Kelsey moved the bill favorably for passage by the Senate.  Senator
Pilcher-Cook seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
